- Carol Murray, Executive Director, presented the Executive Director & Staff Reports (and Regional Council Reports)

Co-ops in Schools – Youth Program
- Tasha Nathanson is the newly hired Youth Program Manager. She did a presentation of the All4Each program from last year as well as the newly launched Co-ops in Schools Program.
- The new program will build upon last year’s program, and is now expanded to include post secondary students to train and mentor high school students in school clubs. They will be connected to a mentor in the co-op/CU sector in their particular region.

- This will help students gain employment as it adds experience to their resumes and for applications to further education.
